It is classified as
a survival horror game and includes frightening scenes, as well
as elements of violence.

Content of this nature can be particularly distressing for
younger children. Exposure to scary or mature themes may lead
to anxiety, sleep disturbances, nightmares, or new fears, as
younger children can find it difficult to separate fantasy from
reality.

We kindly ask for your support in monitoring your child’s access
to games and online content. Checking age ratings, reviewing
game content, and having open conversations about online
safety can help ensure children are engaging with age
appropriate material.

The most common symptoms of type 1 diabetes in children are:

e Going to the toilet a lot to pass urine, getting up in the night to go to the toilet, bed wetting by a
previously dry child or heavier nappies in babies.

e Beingreally thirsty and not being able to quench the thirst. Your child may ask for a drink more
often, finish drinks very quickly or you may notice they generally drink more.

e Feeling more tired than usual. Having less energy than normal, not playing as often, less energy
for sports.

e Losing weight or looking thinner than usual.

These symptoms can be remembered
as the 4Ts:

Toilet, Thirsty, Tired and Thinner
T I.ET You may also notice your child
getting more infections than usual.
There may also be changes in your
child's behaviour like irritability.
The symptoms of type 1 diabetes
tend to come on within a matter of

days or weeks and you should get

urgent medical help if you notice any
of these symptoms.

Quality sleep is essential for children’s growth and development. A decent night’s sleep will help
children to do better at school, allow them to react more quickly to situations, have a more developed
memory, learn more effectively and solve problems, plus it will make them less susceptible to colds
and other minor ailments, less irritable and better behaved!

Sleep deprivation causes increased hyperactivity and other behavioural problems, as well as
damaging physical and mental development. Poor sleep habits from an early age can lead to long
term sleep problems.

LEAVE OF ABSENCE DURING TERM TIME

The law relating to Penalty Notices changed with effect from 19 August 2024. Therefore, Penalty
Notices issued for Leave of Absence taken from September 2024 will be issued in accordance with
the updated legislation.

e Penalty Notices are issued to each parent of each absent child, (for example 2 children and 2
parents, means each parent will receive 2 invoices - 4 in total).
o First Leave of Absence offence: The Penalty Notice amount of £160 to be paid within 28
days, this is reduced to £80 each child if paid within 21 days.
o Second Leave of Absence offence within a 3 year period (from the date of issue of the first
penalty notice): The amount of £160 paid within 28 days.No reduced amount.

* Payment plans will not be offered and/or payments received outside of the 28 day period will
not be accepted. Where a penalty notice expires unpaid the matter will be referred to
Warwickshire County Council’s Legal Services to consider criminal prosecution.

e Third Leave of Absence offence within a 3 year period (from the date of issue of the first
penalty notice): A penalty notices will be not be issued and the matter will be referred to
Warwickshire County Council’s Legal Services to consider instigating criminal prosecution
proceedings under S444 of Education Act 1996.
